Emergency Notification System

The Laconia Police Department is working with the Department of
Safety Division of Emergency Services and Communications to
build the data base for the State’s Emergency Notification System.
All land line phone numbers are already entered into the 911 data
Emergency Notification System base. It is the intention to get as many cell numbers and e-mail
addresses into the system as possible.

The Emergency Notification System, or as some call “Reverse 9117, is to ascertain what means exist for
rapid and efficient communications during natural and man-made disasters. The automated computer
system provides the State with both a multi-line telephonic messaging system and a capacity on demand
emergency alert warning system. The ENS alert system allows community users the capability to rapidly
notify citizens through a computer server and telephone lines.

As most people are moving towards cell phones, those numbers need to be registered for the alerts. To
do so simply log on to laconiapd.org and click the ENS link on the Department’s home page (right-hand
side of the page at the bottom). Follow the simple instructions on the signup page.

Photo Caption: Synthetic Drugs, such as Bath Salts and Synthetic Marijuana, are packaged to be attractive to
kids/teens. Parents should be on the look-out for colorful packages, sometimes with cartoon characters on
them that are labeled as things like “potpourri, plant food, or incense”™.

Synthetic drugs are on the increase and easily available causing great harm to users! Even with current
state and federal laws, these man-made forms of dangerous chemicals are available. Promoters and retail

outlets market these drugs as a safe way of getting high, but in reality they can cause great damage to the
body and brain. These products are sold as incense, potpourri, bird attractant, plant food, and labeled "not for
human consumption,” hiding their intending purposes.

What can Parents Do?

1) It's Time to Talk!! First and foremost, parents should talk to their kids about the dangers of these
substances. Kids who leam about the risks of alcohol and drug use from their parents are up
to 50% less likely to use than those who do not.
