News from the Planning & Zoning Office

The Planning Department is working in collaboration with the Lakes Region Planning Commission
(LRPC) and area towns to develop a new Master Plan for a complete Lakes Region Tour Scenic
Byway route! This route would complete a loop around Lake Winnipesaukee that currently includes
Alton, Wolfeboro, Tuftonboro, Moultonborough, Tamworth, Ossipee, Center Harbor, Meredith and
Holderness.

Laconia is slated to be formally added to the tour as part this updated Master Plan, along with the
towns of Gilford, Ashland, and Sandwich.

The New Hampshire Scenic and Cultural Byways program is a state program that is part of a larger
National Scenic Byways Program. The Lakes Region Tour will be a state-level designated Scenic
Byway, which could qualify those participating cities and towns for funding for such items as interpre-
tive centers, scenic overlooks, safety improvements and marketing material.

Through Laconia’s participation in this program, the Planning Department aims to help promote reten-
tion of the rural and urban scenic byways in the City and to support the natural, cultural, recreational
and historic elements of Laconia that contribute to our byways.
