Laconia Motorcycle Week is right around the corner, and that 
means the 2nd Annual Mae West Memorial Motorcycle Ride 
revs up on June 15! Gather at Rally Headquarters on the 
Boardwalk in the Weirs at 8.00a.m to register for this memori-
al ride, hosted  by Sick Boy Motorcycles. The fee is just $25 
per ride, $20 per passenger with kick stands up at 10.30!   
 
Mae West – a stately looking orange tabby feline, was adopt-
ed by Charlie St. Clair from the New Hampshire Humane So-
ciety back in 2002. She lived a long and pampered life with 
Charlie, passing away after seventeen happy years. To honor 
her memory and highlight the mission of the local animal shel-
ter based on Meredith Center Road, Laconia, this ride now 

bears her name.  “We are very thankful that Mae West found her forever home, and one so loving that 
there is now a motorcycle ride in her honor”, said Marylee Gorham-Waterman, Executive Director of the 
NH Humane Society, “we are pledged to care for over 1,000 animals each year, finding them loving     
forever homes, just like the one Mae West enjoyed for so long.  Of course, wonderful stories such as Mae 
West’s happen only with support from friends such as Charlie and the larger riding community”. 
 
The NH Humane Society is a 501(c)3 non-profit whose missions is to find responsible and caring forever 
homes; provide shelter for the lost, abandoned and unwanted animals, advocate and speak for those 
who cannot speak for themselves. The Society works hard to prevent cruelty to animals, and offers edu-
cation and outreach programs along with many community initiatives to  help people and their pets.  
 
Those who cannot participate in the ride on June 15th are invited to make a donation to support the cats 
and dogs, puppies and kittens currently awaiting their second chance at love and loving adoptive home.

It is illegal to park on sidewalks in the City of Laconia. Following is the City      
Ordinance and State Statute regarding parking in prohibited areas: 
 
The City Ordinance on Parking is as follows: 
 
§ 201-4. Obstructing sidewalks and other areas within street right-of-way.  
[Amended 6-13-2005 by Ord. No. 05.2005.05]  
 
No person or corporation shall put or place or cause to be put or placed upon 
any sidewalk, street or grassed or otherwise City-maintained area within the 
street right-of-way, except temporarily in loading or unloading, any stand, box, 
barrel, trunk or other article which obstructs or tends to obstruct the free passage 
of pedestrians, or which might interfere with the maintenance of that area as de-
termined in the sole discretion of the Director of the Department of Public Works. 
 

Following is an excerpt from the New Hampshire State Statute regarding parking: 
 
§ 265:69 Stopping, Standing or Parking Prohibited in Specified Places. 
 
Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, or in compliance with law or the directions of a 
police officer or official traffic control device, no person, except a person driving an emergency vehicle, shall: 
 
    I. Stop, stand or park a vehicle: 
       (a) On the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street; 
       (b) On a sidewalk; 
       (c) Within an intersection; 
       (d) On a crosswalk; 
       (e) Between a safety zone and the adjacent curb or within 30 feet of points on the curb immediately    
  opposite the ends of a safety zone; 
       (f) Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when stopping, standing or parking would 
 obstruct traffic; 
       (g) Upon any bridge or other elevated structure upon a way or within a highway tunnel; 
       (h) On any railroad tracks; 
       (i) At any place where official signs prohibit stopping; 
       (j) In any parking place, whether on public or private property, specially designated for a person with a 
 walking disability by means of a sign as required by RSA 265:73-a stating that the space is reserved 
 for a person with a walking disability or displaying the international accessibility symbol, unless that 
 person has a special plate or placard issued or recognized pursuant to RSA 261:86 or RSA 261:88, 
 and the person who qualifies for the plate or placard is being transported to or from the parking  
 place.

        A Letter to the Citizens of Laconia: 

 
We not only live in a beautiful resort area, surrounded by the beauty of the mountains and lakes but we 
also live in a community that cares about children. In 2014, GOT LUNCH! Laconia fed 654 children 
throughout the summer.  It costs the program approximately $120 to feed each child for the entire sum-
mer.  All these community efforts make a big difference and make this program possible.   
 
GOT LUNCH! Laconia is a community collaborative made up of volunteers who work together to deliver 
healthy groceries to the school children of Laconia during the 10 weeks of the summer school vacation.  
With over 60% of the children qualifying for Free and Reduced Lunch the potential is great for many of 
the children in Laconia to go without enough food during the summer.  GOT LUNCH! Laconia makes sure 
that children who need food have healthy groceries delivered to their door step. 
 
In April the Laconia School District came up with the idea of 5 on the 5th for Cinco de Mayo day.  All 
school employees who donated $5 to GOT LUNCH! Laconia could wear jeans on May 5th and proudly 
wear a sticker “5 on the 5th”.  Then they thought to challenge the local businesses to do the same.  One 
press release about the challenge and very little time to pull this challenge together raised $1,835.50 to 
feed the children of Laconia; raising enough money to feed 15 children for the entire summer.   The 
School District alone raised $1,230.50.  Other businesses that answered the call this year were: Irwin Au-
tomotive, Lakes Region Community Services, Lakes Region Partners for Public Health, Lake 
Opechee Inn and Spa, Wescott Law, and Sunday’s Salon and Spa.   Thank you, so very much for 
responding to the challenge.   
 
Next year we hope to grow this challenge and include more business and non-profits – watch for the op-
portunity next year.   Thank You Laconia!
