CODE ENFORCEMENT

October is when we enjoy the foliage but it is al-
so the time that it can get a bit chilly in the morn-
ing and evening. Not surprisingly, the Code
Enforcement Office has begun to receive inquir-
ies from tenants asking “When does the landlord
need to turn on the heat?”

The answer to the parameters for heat are
provided by severat codes: The International
Residential Code, International Property Mainte-
nance Code and the International Plumbing
Code for-NH, as follows:

Heat must be provided at 68 degrees from
Oct 15" 2014 until April 1, 2015 for Laconia,
or if the outside temperature maintains less
than 60 degrees on a given day.

Carbon Monoxide Safety
What is carbon monoxide?
Carbon monoxide, also known as CO, is called the “Invisible Killer’ because it's a colorless, odorless, poisonous
gas. More than 150 people in the U.S. die every year from accidental nonfire-related CO poisoning associated
with consumer products, including generators. Other products include faulty, improperly-used or incorrectly-
vented fuel-burning appliances such as furnaces, stoves, water heaters and fireplaces.

Know the symptoms of CO poisoning
Because CO is odorless, colorless, and otherwise undetectable to the human senses, people may not know that
they are being exposed. The initial symptoms of low to moderate CO poisoning are similar to the flu (but without
the fever). They include:

Headache

Fatigue

Shortness of breath

Nausea

Dizziness
High level CO poisoning results in progressively more severe symptoms, including:

Mental confusion

Vomiting

Loss of muscular coordination

Loss of consciousness

Ultimately death

What should you do if your CO detector activates?
Determine if anyone in the home is experiencing any symptoms of CO poisoning.
If any symptoms are present, or the detector instructs you to, evacuate the home immediately and stay
out until the Fire Department checks your home and deems it safe to reenter.
Call 911 and advise them that your detector is activating and if anyone is experiencing symptoms.

Wood stove, Fireplace and Chimney Safety

Have your chimney or wood stove inspected and cleaned annually
by a competent and qualified chimney specialist.

Clear the area around the hearth of debris, decorations, and flamma-
ble materials.

Leave glass doors open while burning a fire. Leaving the doors open
ensures that the fire receives enough air to ensure complete com-
bustion and keeps creosote from building up in the chimney.

Always use a metal mesh screen with your fireplace.

Install stovepipe thermometers to help monitor flue temperatures.

Keep air inlets on wood stoves open and never restrict air supply to fireplaces. Otherwise, you may cause
creosote buildup that could lead to a chimney fire.

Use fire-resistant materials on walls around wood stoves.
NEVER burn garbage, piles of paper or Christmas trees in woodstoves or fireplaces.
