The FBI National Academy is a professional course of
study for U.S. and international law enforcement leaders that
serves to improve the administration of justice in police depart-
ments and agencies at home and abroad and to raise law
enforcement standards, knowledge, and cooperation worldwide.

Its mission is “to support, promote, and enhance the personal
and professional development of law enforcement leaders by
preparing them for complex, dynamic, and contemporary chal-
lenges through innovative techniques, facilitating excellence in
education and research, and forging partnerships throughout the
world.”
